FILE 5 – Workstream 2 National Survey Findings
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Many stroke-survivors are left with physical and psychological impairments, which
generate considerable social, psychological and societal costs in the long-term.

Apart from recommendations for a six-month and annual review of health and
social-care needs, and that local services should be commissioned based on the
needs of the local population, there is little guidance to inform longer-term
support.

The SSNAP audit is beginning to report data on six month reviews across England,

but there is not information on service provision beyond 6 months. We completed
a national audit o find out what longer-term (beyond & months) care was being
provided to stroke survivors across the country

Of 203 identified CC6 areas, 116 (57%) responded to
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Three types of stroke / neuro community rehabilitation
the survey. service delivery models were reported

1) Provision up to 6 months post-stroke (35/116 (30%))
2) Provision up to 12 months post-stroke (46/116 (40%))
3) Provision beyond 12 months post-stroke (34/116

The most common model was provision of a stroke/neuro
community team service up to 12 months post-stroke.
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A short survey was sent out to the lead for longer term
conditions in Clinical Commissioning Groups (CCGs)
identified via the NHS England directory, and to
community stroke services identified via the Stroke
Association Stroke Contacts Map.

The survey was sent out by email and was completed
online, by email or post. A reminder was sent out by post
and email one month later.

Two-thirds of services commissioned Stroke
Association support, over half had other support
(i-e. support groups/exercise classes), and two-
fifths provided an annual review
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The provision of longer-term support for stroke survivors is highly variable across the country, and under half of all services commission an annual review. LoTS-2-Care is currently
devising a care strategy for stroke survivors and their families to provide support in the longer-term. This will be implemented and tested in 3 pilot services during 2015.
